Official due date for photo submissions will be Friday, February 23, but I will gladly take them
early!
Pictures MUST BE in JPEG OR HEIC format (if you are using a professional, just ask them to
format it this way)
Pictures should be a more traditional “head-and-shoulders” shot. While many of us love more
unique photos for our seniors, the Yearbook picture works best if it is a vertical
head-and-shoulders shot. I zoom in on the picture either way to make it fit, so it works best if
you already have a picture of that style.

Once you have your picture chosen, please send them directly to me at
sgautraud(@fruitportschools.net. If you have a physical copy, these can be dropped off in the
office or you can have your student drop them off to me in person. It may take me a few days to
scan in the photo and return it to the student.

Graduation photos are printed in the Yearbook, in the Grand Haven Tribune, and in the Fruitport
Area News. They are also included in the “Senior Slideshow” along with baby and friend
pictures.
